Why I am running

New Haven needs choices. On election day
this year, most New Haven wards will have
only one candidate running for alder. Is
this how our democracy should work?

We are a one-party town strongly in need
of independent voices in City government.
The Board of Aldermen needs to be an
independent branch of government that
can provide a meaningful check on
Mayoral policies.

Major issues

. We can only rein in the ever
increasing burden of property taxes on
both renters and homeowners by making
financial oversight of City expenditures an
ongoing and transparent activity of the
Board of Aldermen.

Will a project require debt service? How
much? How long? Will a project require
outlandish giveaways to the developer? Are
we locating non tax-producing projects
where revenue producing businesses want
to build?

As an independent Alderman I will not
flinch from asking these questions, and I
will work to set up structures that make
this type of oversight part of the day to day
business of the Board, not a year end
exercise in futility.

. For many years, New
Haven has been addicted to the Big Project
concept of economic development. Many,
if not most, of these projects have failed,
costing the City and its taxpayers untold
millions of dollars. Downtown is the
graveyard of many such failed projects: the
Coliseum, Malley’s, Macy’s, and the former
Chapel Square Mall as examples.

MUDs are able to
provide electricity at more affordable
rates than the utility’s Standard Offer.

I call for implementing proven, cost-
effective methods of Traffic Demand
Management including building up
Public Transportation and encouraging
bicycling access. This would mitigate the
need for new parking facilities and
reduce asthma and other respiratory
diseases, thus saving the city consider-
able health care costs and improving the
quality of life for city residents.
